Dr. Mark T. Wade here, founder of virtual summit software and your host on the virtual some podcast. And we are in for a treat on this episode. We've got a legendary Adrian Blackwell with us, and we're going to be talking about some personal topics that you most likely are going to go through and need to know about. Now, before we jump into all of that amazing summit, goodness, Adrian, I love for you to share with our audience just a little bit more about yourself.
Speaker 3 (01:08):
Hello. I am a celebrity healer. I used to be a celebrity psychic. Uh, that means I work on TV. I work on radio, um, and I work with celebrities. So that was my background. Uh, full-time healer. Now I don't really do psychic readings anymore. I love the healing aspect because I love the, like the differences as a psychic. You have to tell a person like this is what I see for you. This is what I see your future as this is the road that you're on as a healer, I get to go, what do you want your future to be? And let me help you get there. So I just was like, I really love the question that I get to ask people now. And that is what inspires me to work everyday because I could see miracles happen.
Speaker 2 (01:49):
My goodness. We may just be going in depth in some of these areas. This just, this is amazing. I don't think I've ever talked with a psychic before in-person virtual or not. So you may, you may have to give me some tips on, on my podcast here, before we get done. Now, just joking with the Adrian. All right. Well, I am excited to actually get into your summits now and we had our pre-interview chat. And just so the audience knows, I try not to get too much insights into the actual summit because I like to come at it from a curiosity and curiosity mindset. Now you really have my curiosity peaked. So let's start off by talking about your actual summits. You've done more than one. So kind of give us an overview of the topics, uh, w what they were, so we understand kind of what they were about, and maybe why you even decided to do them.
Speaker 3 (02:38):
Oh, well, let me start from, from point a to point Z. So how I started to do this was that, um, I talked to my guides, right? So I actually can have a full on conversation with my guides, like me and you were having a conversation right now. And I had given up doing TV and radio probably about, uh, seven years ago. I was just kind of like done. And I'm sitting on my bed. I'm kind of working on my computer, on my laptop. And I hear my guides come in and the voice says, it's time for you to start interviewing people again, because I used to have a radio show. And I'm like, I already know that you guys are talking about videos, right? So I'm like, do I really want to do this? But I'm not going to argue with my guides because after 20 years of experience, I don't go wrong.
Speaker 3 (03:19):
When I listen to them, it goes wrong with adults. So I was like, all right, if you guys make it happen, I'll do it. Within three days, I was contacting people to get this together. So I have an ongoing series and it's called making miracles happen. How to release control, learn the art of surrender, to help heal from anything. And so I don't change the topics. Um, I did do a love and health special in how, um, during Halloween I'll be doing a Halloween special, but it's always making miracles happen. It will never change. And people love that topic, you know, love the topic of making miracles. And I can do anything with it because if you are a person who has a job where you're helping people make miracles happen, I want to talk to you. If you have, um, testimonials from your clients where they had some kind of miracle happen, or the way you got into the work that you're doing is a miracle. I want to hear the story.
Speaker 2 (04:11):
That is incredible. Okay. So let's dig into this actually, because you brought up several points that I want to talk about is doing special. So you keep, I'm a big proponent that every summit hosts should have at least one annual summit that they do every year. And then we have a variety of other types of summits that, you know, we, we talk to people about, I love this concept of doing specials. So talk us through what that means to you. What was the special, how often do you do it and how, how does that differ from your actual annual summit?
Speaker 3 (04:45):
So for me, um, I, I, again, just listen to my guys. I can't say I have much to do with this. So I had a coach who actually changed the name of my summit, because she was like, what do you do? How do you help people? And I kept talking about these miracles that I've had happen with my clients. And she was like, so you make miracles happen. And I was like, why? Right? And so I'm telling you, people love it. As soon as I talked to a speaker, they're like, this is my jam. Like, this is what I want to talk about. Um, but the first one was the Christmas edition. So it was 25 days of giving. And yes, my guides gave me that they are marketers. Okay. They were like, here you go with 25 days of giving. So you're not going to do the traditional 21 days.
Speaker 3 (05:27):
You're going to do the 25 days of Christmas. Did it insane, amazing speakers, audience, people just loved it. And then I went on to do, um, the 11 health special. So we celebrated bond signs day. And then we kind of ended off that 21 days with the last seven days. So it was the February 1st through the 14th was, was all about love and Valentine's. And then we moved to health because love and health are actually go hand in hand. So it was just kind of like a nice compliment to each other. So it was 21 days of love and health. And then this one is going to be my birthday celebration. So we're celebrating the month of may with this one that I'm doing right now. And then we were doing the Halloween special. So I can literally do this all year long, every single year, we can celebrate Christmas together. We can celebrate Halloween together. We can celebrate my birthday together and we can celebrate love. So I'm just doing the holidays.

This is awesome. I love that there's giving there was love. There was health or celebration of birth, even birthday and Halloween Hallows Eve. That is a great topic like, well let's, I think there's opportunities for our listeners, our summit hosts to actually do this as well. I know from a marketing and sales standpoint, you know, they always say any, any reason to do a sale or a promotion, you know, there's plenty of them out there, right? So this is the first time I, I think I've met a summit host who does their summits based on the holidays or, or the season. So this is very, this is very interesting. Let's talk through that when you decide, well, let's, let's go through the health one, let's start with the health one and then we'll go through some of these others. So how did you side with the making miracles happen? How did you focus the topic into the health? Like what, what and what guidance did you give to the speakers to give?
Speaker 3 (07:34):
So basically for the health, one was really specific because it's really hard to find people who are body conscious, but in a positive way. And so even my coach was saying, you know, I did three really successful summits on body consciousness and health. And she goes finding them just positive people that aren't going to talk crap about. You like, Oh, you need to start eating this. And then, you know, um, the only reason you're overweight is because you eat badly, which is not true. Um, she said it was really hard to find. So she was like, just go look at the list of people I have and if you want to contact any of them, cause they were all phenomenal and amazing. And um, and then looking for my own people. And, and so I really wanted to, to really get into health in a positive way, because I'm a hundred pounds smaller than I was, you know, three years ago and I'm still releasing weight and I'm doing it slowly this time.
Speaker 3 (08:23):
Cause I've done it quickly before and I'm doing it slowly. So I'm like, you know, I'd really like to talk to people about this topic because I have a course, I have a class that's called the thinner tremor, you detox. And I was like, it just goes perfectly with, you know, the, the, the topic and stuff. And so that's what I was looking for is people who could really talk about that in a really positive way. And so that was where we were coming from. And it's interesting because when you think about health, you're thinking about the way you eat and you're thinking about the water that you drink and you're thinking about exercise, but I had people come on and talk about health as far as getting an ancient, like astrology reading that helped their health. You know what I mean? He was like, yeah, I had cancer when I was younger and I got rid of it, but I was sick and I was going to the hospital multiple times a month for like seven years. And he's like, I get this astrological reading. They tell me what to do. And I haven't been to the hospital in seven years and I'm like different, you know, uh, I had a mindset woman who came in, who talked about, you know, past lives and health. Like I just don't stick with what people would consider the norm. I like to change it up a little bit. And so we we've had a lot of fun so far, like
Speaker 2 (09:34):
This is such a great point. Here is you're creating something that your audience wants to participate in. Something like you just said, that is interesting to them. We call them EDU tainment style summits versus just the boring educational ones. Yes. People want to be educated. They want information. They have Netflix if they just want to be entertained, but they don't want to be bored to death. They want to, they want to have fun in the process. And I think this outside of the box thinking is one of the reasons your summits have been so successful. Now I'd love to hear about the birthday one. Like how are you tying this together? What's the birthday summit and how's that gonna align? Or what are the topics going to be guided on, uh, with the making miracles happen summit?
Speaker 3 (10:18):
So they're getting the, the topic doesn't ever really change because we're always talking about releasing control and learning how to surrender, to heal your life. So this doesn't change. I'm just celebrating my birthday. So I'm celebrating my birthday with literally like speakers that I really want to talk to. Like, I will do anything to get you. And it's really interesting because beat me and my boyfriend had decided that we were going to do a Xena warrior princess marathon. And so we bought the tapes for Christmas. We did Hercules first and then we decided to start watching, um, Xena. And the synchronicity of this is so profound because we wanted to do this over a year ago. We finally decided to do this now while I'm super busy doing summits. Like that makes sense. And so we're watching Xena and all of a sudden, you know, our favorite villain comes on Callisto.
Speaker 3 (11:10):
So, um, we're done with this episode. We kind of talk about it a little bit. And then he was like, well, we'll wait. Cause I was like, are you ready for the next episode? He's like, well, wait, I have a question for you. And I'm like, what? And he goes like the people on your summit are they all like psychics? You know? And I was like, no, not really. Like, they're just people who talk about making miracles happen. He goes, go look up Calista on what she does. And I was like, Hmm, okay. Are we going to look at this? And so, uh, it was, it was, um, Hudson, like, and she is, uh, a yoga instructor. She's still an actor and she does astrology readings. And I was like, the best villain I've ever seen on TV is in this kind of thing. Like, Oh, I'm getting her, he's come trying to convince me of why I should try to like interview her.
Speaker 3 (11:57):
And I've already written her precedent. Like, please, like I wasn't going to wait on that one. So for my birthday, she's actually my feature speaker. Um, she talks a lot about Xena. She's the longest interview I have. Um, she talks a lot about Xenex. I asked her some questions about where she was in that space and she got really deep. Like it was like, it's a really deep, intense, like about acting and where she was in that, in that space when she had this incredible career happening with Zena. Um, and then we talk about her, her spiritual stuff and she talks about her ego and she gets really honest about some things. And I'm just wondering, okay, this is a really good interview. This is good. So this is how I'm celebrating. My birthday is just with like really incredible speakers. You know, I had another speaker who is really into, um, like she, I think she said to me before we got started that I was the only speaker, like in the last, or the only host in like the last 10 years or something who hasn't sent over a list of questions.
Speaker 3 (12:56):
And I was like, I don't do that. Like, this is a waste of time and energy. Like we, I want to get to know you. So I asked her her name and she got like discombobulated. Like she was like, Oh my God, I just gave you my whole name because you asked me like, I don't know what I'm doing. So she, we're just kind of literally just kind of rambling in the beginning. We're just kind of like, we're not going anywhere. We're just kind of talking. And she says one thing to me and I said, was there a miracle how you got there? And she goes, actually there is. And so I got a different story from her that most people would get, um, that wouldn't have, seem to have anything to do with our topic or seem to have anything to do with, with, um, where we were going. And yet it was so perfect just in the flow of just having a conversation, someone that's what I, I, how I've gotten to celebrate this year with all these speakers is just having like an incredible story. I'm telling you some of these stories were like, what
Speaker 2 (13:51):
It's got to keep you inspired as well, because you're constantly hearing and seeing other examples of miracles. And how amazing is that for your birthday? You got to interview your favorite villain. Well, let's talk about speakers with that because you know, I'm still processing all of this amazingness that you're putting out here in all these different summits you're doing back to back and, you know, it's, I'm going to be fully transparent. It's a completely different thought process than how I've set up and done my summit. So I've got a lot to learn from you right now. Um, and so coming at it as the topic or the overarching mission is the same. We're going to use special events to kind of give it a little twist. How do you determine speakers? Because this is one of the most challenging aspects. And I know we just talked about how you got a super awesome speaker, but how do you come up with, who am I going to reach out to for this summit, if there's not like a completely different topic and how do you keep finding new speakers to talk on your summits?
Speaker 3 (14:50):
That was the tough part. Um, that was what I was kind of telling you about earlier where my brain got suicidal. So let me explain this one to you. So in the beginning, um, I, it was kind of like, I get that I'm doing this, but it wasn't until I realized I had to reach out to people for some reason that really messed with my mind. And it's when I say my brain got suicidal. People do not worry. I'm not going to go slit my wrist or anything. Anytime soon, that's never going to happen. However, my subconscious mind, my brain and my ego were trying to convince me, I would rather die than do this. So either you need to quit today and not try to reach out to people, or you need to just go kill yourself. And I'm like, well, I'm not going to kill myself.
Speaker 3 (15:29):
So, but I'm not quitting either. So what are the other options? And it was like, I spent a day and I, and I, it was, it was tripping me out. Cause I was like, how do people live like this on a day-to-day basis? I don't understand it. Like I can understand how people would go crazy. I had anxiety. I couldn't hear what people were saying. I couldn't work that day. Like my, my brain literally was like on this 24 hour, seven day, a week type, you know, there was no break in my mind, just kind of going crazy. Like, you can't do this, you can't do this. You can't do this. So finally it was, it was like 10 o'clock at night. And I was like, I can't do this for another day. There's just no way. So I had to sit with myself and I had to say, why is this happening? Why are you freaking out? Like, what is going on? Like, you've done TV, you've done radio. This is nothing new. And all of a sudden my inner child kind of came out and was like, remember all those TV shows we watch where it's like, the main character is the underdog. She's not popular in school. And she goes to throw a party and there's, um, my dogs are making noise. Um, so she goes to throw a party and nobody comes,
Speaker 4 (16:40):

And I've always identified with that underdog. I've always identified with that character because there's always a girl next door who's really popular, who throws a party at the same time. And everybody decides to go there other than this one. And the storyline is like, Oh, you know, the, the girl's parents really love her. And at least they show up and her best friend shows up, but it's like, it's a worst case scenario to me because it was, it was always directed towards the girls. It was never directed towards boys. It was always directed towards, you're not popular. You're not pretty enough. You're not this you're not, you know? And so that was my worst fear growing up because it was on every single show that I watched where they had this storyline. And so, um, that's what I had to face. And so I actually went in and sat with that for a little while and did a healing on myself and I'm like, I'm ready to do this.
Speaker 3 (17:47):
I'm all right. I'm good. So I went from like a hundred percent of crazy down to about 35%. And I knew the rest of that really had to do with talking to my other healer and then actually taking action to do this. And so I talked to one of my clients, who's, you know, my clients are pretty big people. Like, again, this doesn't make any sense and I'm telling her what I'm doing. And she was like, Oh, you know, somebody else that I work with has her own TV show on TLC. Let me just re you know, reach out to her, let her know, you know, we all work together and she'll do it for you just mentioned my name. She'll do it for you. Sure enough. Sure enough. She was like, of course, I'll do this for you. And I'm just like, really? Okay.
Speaker 3 (18:30):
So, uh, that's how I started finding people. I was asking around. I was asking my clients, um, I just started looking at people that I knew, like one of my best friends is followed by some of the biggest people on this planet, on social media. Like she's a social media influencer. Why wouldn't I ask her? And so I just went down the line of either people, I knew my clients or I would get online and I would actually look for people that really inspired me by what they did, you know? And so that's kind of how I went is I actually decided to, to go for what I wanted versus what I thought I could get.
Speaker 2 (19:04):
Well, thank you one for sharing that story and being vulnerable with us and telling us that, you know, the journey went, you went through. I want to acknowledge that. Um, I also want to acknowledge that we probably have a lot of people listening in right now that are going to go through something similar. I mean, there's a lot of us, actually. I hear it almost every time I talked with summit houses and even my partner who has done over 40 of her own summits, every time she goes to reach out to a summit hosts, or excuse me, to reach out to speakers for a new summit, she gets that kind of fear. That what if they say no? Right. I think there's a big, there's something big with that. Um, so I want to kind of just stay here for a moment and talk, w what kind of inspiration, or what insights could you give to our summit hosts that are listening in, who are maybe feeling that fear right now? Or maybe going, like, I don't know if anybody's going to say yes to my summit, or maybe I'm just getting started. I'm not big enough name, or maybe my, you know, they're, they're starting to talk to them, talk themselves out of their summit. What insights, what inspiration, what message could you share with them?
Speaker 3 (20:10):
Uh, one is feel the fear and do it anyways. There's, there's nothing stopping you, but you there's no real storyline except for the one you make up. Um, there is no rules for this, to be honest with you, uh, you know, either people are going to say yes, or they're going to say, no, those are the only two options you have at this point. And you're going to hear yeses and you're gonna hear nos. I got a lot of nos because people actually were like, okay, here's the, here's my most inspirational now for my very first one, I wanted to get one person, Pam Isley, because she reads aura. She's been on TEDx. Like, she's like so cool. I would like to get her. No, she's literally busy from September to January. Like, we, you, you can't get in. And there's just no way. And this was for my Christmas one.
Speaker 3 (20:55):
So I immediately asked her like, what? Like, women's a window that I could get a yes. Cause she was like, this is, we already know this is her jam. Like she loves miracles. Like she would want to do this one. So I'm like, when is the next window? I can get it. And she's like, well, she's free January on. So a week later, a week later, I'm like, Hey, listen, I planned one for February. Can I she's booked right now to March. She just got booked in this last week. Can't do it. Right. So I'm thinking this has been a lot, like doing two back to back and planning one while I'm doing the other is a lot. I think I'm just going to take a break. But then I was like, so I was like, listen, I'm doing a birthday special. And like, this is the same day.
Speaker 3 (21:36):
Okay, I'm doing a birthday special. I'm doing it for me. Issue free. So about two or three days later, I I'm sitting here, literally here I fell and I'm taking a break and I'm just like, I'm so tired. I'm so tired of interviewing people. I think I just need a break after this and then get back into it because it's fun. But this, at this point, I'm planning three back-to-back-to-back if she says yes. Right? So I'm like, she's probably going to say no, because she's super busy. I'm just going to take a break. And I hear laughing and I can hear my guys laughing. And I was like, you guys are getting ready to do something where I have to say yes to number three. And sure enough hour later, I get an email. And they were like, she can do may. She would love to do may.
Speaker 3 (22:15):
And so then I start planning it, but I got to nose to nose. And the only reason I'm doing a third one right now for my birthday is because I got a yes. After my two nos, like there is no story. There is no story you can make up about this. It is all organic. It just happens. Stop trying to make up the story of I'm not good. Let me tell you what really changed my mindset, where I stopped feeling like it's me. I'm just not good enough. I'm not famous enough. I'm not knowing enough. I had a speaker who, um, she even has like a bigger email list than me. She's doing the aspect of the work that I really want to do. And they do a lot of one-on-one with big people. People who are house ma you know, lawyers like everybody. But I do a lot of one-on-ones and I'm, I'm really wanting to move more of doing the webinars again and doing the groups. And that's what she was doing. She was doing large groups. And so we were talking about what each of us do before we started the interview and she goes, I really want to be doing what you're doing.
Speaker 5 (23:13):
Right.
Speaker 3 (23:18):
Just like did something, like I felt something shift because I was like, I've been sitting here with this stupid story that I'm not good enough. I want to be doing what you're doing. And people are thinking the same about me. And I'm just like, okay, the story has to stop. The story doesn't matter anymore. So I haven't read it into the story. Like if they say yes, they say yes. If they say no, they say no, it doesn't mean it has to do anything to do with me at all. Um, and I've been thankful because I've got a yes from somebody before and then they had to, um, they had to change their, their, uh, involvement. And I'm so thankful because then I found out something about them that made me not want to interview them. And I was like, you know, it's just really divinely perfect. The people that I get on my summit, like, it's just amazing because I connect with them. I connect with them all. Like I have a good rapport with them. Also, the no's are good because they're not people I don't want to connect with anyways, for the most part or other people I'll connect with later, it's no big deal.
Speaker 2 (24:11):
That is such good insights right there. And I love that tenacity, that continuance to continue to ask. And, um, it's important again, this is one of the reasons I recommend people have an annual summit. It gives you an opportunity in you. You already said this, Adrian, but most of the time, the know isn't about us. It's their schedule's busy. They just can't do it. It's not about the topic of the summit or about us as the host, it's their schedules busy. My partner, uh, had this one person she's looked up to her entire careers. She would consider her mentor, you know, from afar. And she's, she's done three summits on a topic that he would be perfect for. And she's asked him and all three times, he couldn't do it the fourth time, the fourth summit, she said, I'm going to just ask again, she got a yes.
Speaker 2 (25:02):
And not only she get a, yes, they were chatting via text message. And all of a sudden they're like, you know, friends or colleagues, however you want to say it. So there is that inspiring story that comes out of not giving up. And, and, and thank you for sharing that. I want to ask a little bit about the benefits of summits. Cause you've run now multiple summits back to back to back. What are the benefits that your finding? Cause I hear every summit host has a little different perspective on the benefits of summits. What are you finding? Um, from the summit you're running, how has it been a positive experience? Are you glad you did them? What kind of, um, things have you gotten out of it that has been positive to you?
Speaker 3 (25:40):
I got a lot of things that are positive. Um, my very first summit, there was only one person I actually wanted to interview. I did not have a list of like, Oh, I really want to talk to this person, this person, I'm not a huge fan of people. Like I don't go. I'm not, you know, following people around like, Oh, I have a sense of panic. I go talk to this person. Um, there was one and the one was somebody who people generally consider like a conspiracy theorist. Um, she is talking about aliens and all these interesting subjects, but I wanted to know how do you get from being a political family? Like you, you come from a political family. She's a great, great granddaughter of, um, uh, president, uh, Dwight Eisenhower. And so I'm like this, woman's going to say no way I can reach out to this woman and get a yes from her. But if I had to ask her anything, how do you get from a political family into like talking about aliens and healing? Like, I don't get it. Like I want to find out the summit feature inside the virtual summit software. You can rerun
Speaker 4 (26:44):

Speaker 3 (27:02):
So I didn't reach out to her at first. And my client who had been working with for two years says to me, five minutes into the conversation right after I get, I find her email. I put it aside trying to figure out if I'm going to message her or not. I call my client. My client says to me, within five minutes of the conversation, her name, you know, I was thinking about reaching out to her at some point. And I was like, I've known you for two years. You've never mentioned this woman's name until I get her email address, like my, this crazy. So I was like, that's assigned to reach out to her. So I, I reached out to her and she actually says yes, like she gives me her phone number. She says, yes. And we were talking about like texting people and stuff.
Speaker 3 (27:42):
Like I have this woman's phone number she's telling me to text her like what? And I got to ask her that question. And so that to me was like a huge, because it was like the one person I really honestly wanted to talk to and I got a chance to do it. And I got so many compliments on how I interviewed her and that people who follow her had never seen the side of her before. They never seen it before. And so it was, that was pretty extraordinary. That's one of the things that I really got out of the experience was really just having a conversation and talking to people and having fun with it and knowing that the audience is getting a lot out of that because it is entertaining. Um, the other aspect that I got out of it, um, was my, just my, my own growth and healing as a part of that experience.
Speaker 3 (28:26):
It was also about the fact that I just wanted really good speakers that do amazing things. So I got a lot of compliments on the fact that people who follow summits were meeting people. They had never heard of before they were meeting people who were new and hearing these really interesting stories. And we had people talk about like their mothers being murdered. You know, I w we've had people talk about like some really kind of extraordinary things and how they got beyond it to the miracle. And so it's, it's not just a conversation. It's not just the learning process. We actually get to hear people's stories when we really get to hear what people have been through. So that's been a great growth period and then just, you know, growing your, your client list and then helping the speakers grow theirs is really incredible to be able to say, I can do that.
Speaker 3 (29:08):
And nobody asked me about how successful my first one was in the beginning until my second one. And when they hear heard how successful my first one was, which is really interesting, they never asked me for the first one, but the second one, I got it a few times. And when they heard they started bringing their friend, like, can I introduce you to some of my speakers? Like, can I tell you about some really great people? And I'll send them your way. So I didn't even have to fill my own summit. I had people coming to me because they heard how successful my first one was. So I was just like, Oh, it was a lot to get out of this. That is amazing.
Speaker 2 (29:42):
That is so good. Adrian, you've been giving us so much insight and information here. This has been phenomenal. I know our summit hosts are going, you know, Mark, I need more Adrian in my life.
